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Prime Minister Navendra Modi, while speaking in parliament on 11 June, 2014, appealed to the nation that development should

be a peaples movement. This implies government institutions, private business, development organisations, local community actors

and NGOs become critical to support “maximum governance”. The call for an inclusive, participatory movement for development

with maximum space for good governance is similar to the mission pursued by PRIA since its very inception.

As the attention to governance gains ascendancy, PRIAS report of work for the period 2013-14 reinforces the notion that

‘governance matters”. The work of the past year bas helped local institutions address violence against women, panchayats and line

agencies deliver water to tribals, and municipalities make space for voices of the urban poor; made higher education institutions

responsive to local communities; promoted South-South cooperation for effective global governance; and built capacities of

practitioners through relevant online courses and sharing knowledge.

By remaining active, engaged and vocal, PRIA retains its commitment to forge a consensus to build institutions and the culture of

democracy in India, because Governance Matters.

———— Local Institutions Address Violence Against Women

In recent years, PRIA has supported leadership
of young women and men to work together to
bring about changes in attitudes of people and
responsiveness of institutions to prevent violence
against women in public spheres.

Addressing Violence Against Dalit Women
in Haryana

This project (supported by The Asia Foundation)
has been at the forefront of PRIA’s efforts over the
past couple of years to strengthen the constructive
engagement of local governance institutions with
multi-stakeholders. Engaged institutions act as a
local support system and accountability seeker

to raise and address the issue of violence against
women, in particular dalit women.

A policy brief based on the experiences of the
previous years’ work was prepared to raise this
issue among policy-makers.

A training manual for formation and strengthening
of 8JCs was prepared to build capacities of field
facilitators.

Interface meetings were held once a month in
each of the villages, attended by both community
and SJC members. Resolutions such as the
reconstitution of SJC and regularisation of monthly
meetings have been submitted to the gram
panchayat,

Regular monitoring by field animators of cases

of violence against dalit women, especially at the
village/ward level has resulted in an increase in the
number of women approaching the SJC to share
and report instances of discrimination.

With the support of partner organisations, the
establishment of information resource centres was
institutionalised.

Kishori samuhas, which act as a safe and private
space for young adolescent girls to come forward
and share their issues, discuss and debate and find
collective solutions to their problems, were formed.

A unique accomplishment of the project has been
the setting up of youth groups for dalit boys (yuvak
samuhas).

A one-day workshop was organised for kishori
samuhas and yuvak samuhas separately to
understand the various constitutional and legal
provisions the government has set up to address
violence against women, especially dalit women.

A legal aid workshop was organised in collaboration
with District Legal Aid Services.

Regular meetings were held with the all-women’s
police station in Sonepat. The SHO has been
actively involved in PRIA’s work in the field and was
a resource person in the workshop organised for the
kishori and yuvak samuhas.

Academic institutions surrounding the communities
have also begun to take keen interest in the issue
of violence against dalit women. Faculty from O.P.
Jindal Global University came as resource persons
for the kishori and yuvak samuhas workshop.

A state level consultation on “Integrated Approach
in Dealing with Violence Against Women in Sonepat,
Haryana” was organised in O.P. Jindal Global
University on 3 October 2013.

Kadam Badao Campaign (KBC): Collective
Footsteps of the Youth Against Violence

For the first time in the history of PRIA, young men
and young women representing community youth
groups and higher educational institutions have
come together to influence attitudes and behaviour



towards ending violence against women and girls
through the Kadam Badao Campaign (KBC). It is
currently being piloted in Sonepat, Haryana by PRIA
and in Bareilly, Uttar Pradesh in collaboration with
Help Every Day (Denmark) and SAKAR.

The campaign is being conducted both in the offline
and online modes. Trainings, interactive workshops
and awareness generation programmes form an
integral part of offline events. Facebook, blogs, chat
rooms and other social media are integral to the
online efforts of this campaign.

In Sonepat, youth groups of boys and girls have
been formed. A core group, consisting of members
from the youth groups, the community and
university students has been formed, which acts as
a think tank responsible for strategising, designing
and implementing the campaign on the ground.
Meetings have been conducted for intensive
capacity building of the core group to create
campaign material.

In Bareilly, the core group has conducted a baseline
survey with other young adolescent girls in the
community to assess areas and issues where the

campaign can be focused. Members of the Kadam
Badao core group also actively participated in an 8
day campaign called Teri Meri Kahaani to capture
significant stories on violence. Valentine's Day took
on a more meaningful direction when core group
members organised kite flying events in their villages.

Basic workshops were organised for students
from Jindal Law School and Bhagat Phool Singh
Mabhila Vishwavidyalaya (BPSMV). Field staff and
animators have been trained in facilitation and
documentation skills.

International Women’s Day was celebrated on

8 March 2014 in collaboration with BPSMV in
Sonepat district, Haryana. Each participant made
personal pledges to adopt one workable practical
change at an individual level to end gender based
discrimination and violence against women within
their homes and communities.

Gender Mainstreaming in Institutions and
Prevention of Sexual Harassment at the
Workplace

In the past year, PRIA has signed MOUs for
capacity building of members on sexual harassment
committees for Mitsui India Pvt. Ltd and Busan
Auto Finance Pvt. Ltd. PRIA has also been
appointed as third party representation in their
internal complaints committee.

In addition, PRIA handled third party representation
for the Central Industrial Security Force (CISF),
Airports Authority of India (AAl) and American India
Foundation Trust.

Trainings were conducted at the National Academy
for Training and Research in Social Security
(NATRSS).

A user’s guide, “Preventing and Responding to
Sexual Harassment at Work: Guide to the Sexual
Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention,
Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013, India”, was
developed and piloted with ILO.

------------------------ - Panchayats and Line Agencies Deliver Water to Tribals

By engaging with local institutions of water delivery,
panchayats and community organisations, PRIA has
been demonstrating effective delivery of water to
tribal communities in Chhattisgarh and Jharkhand.
PRIA's partnership with Arghyam (Bangalore) has
brought a convergence of technical and institutional
expertise to these pilot projects, lessons of which are
now being scaled-up by the state governments.

Implementation of PESA (with special focus
on water issues) in Chhattisgarh

PRIA has been involved in Chhattisgarh on the issue
of water management in Schedule V areas since
2011. The lessons of the first year provided a starting
point for the scaling up of the project intervention

to 3 more PESA districts (Sarguja, Rajnandgaon,
Kanker) and deepening interventions in Korba in the
past year.

The campaign approach was adopted to scale

up and stimulate demand from the community for
effective implementation of PESA provisions. The
Chhattisgarh Water Centered PESA Awareness
Campaign was conducted during April-June 2013.
The campaign covered 40 panchayats and 70
villages across 8 blocks in 4 districts. The extensive
campaign reached about 40,000 tribal citizens
(nearly 70 per cent of the population). The intensive
campaign period was organised in two phases in the
4 districts. Intensive coverage reached nearly 5000
citizens through 80 structured community meetings.

The campaign was followed by the formation of

the Chhattisgarh Jal Kendrit PESA Jagrukta Manch
(Chhattisgarh Water Centred PESA Awareness Forum)
in August 2013 to advocate for the rights of tribal
communities to control and manage water resources
as per PESA, 1996. The manch was a forum of tribal



leaders, elected representatives, NGOs and social
activists from 13 districts in Chhattisgarh. It launched
its advocacy efforts between August and November
2013. To effectively engage with political parties, the
manch developed a Nagrik Mang Patra, or Citizen’s
Charter of Demands. This was shared and discussed
with key representatives of political parties at the state
level, and panchayat members, tribal leaders and
tribal community members at the local level so as to
engage them to build pressure on political parties.
Nearly 7000 copies of the charter were distributed in
all 13 districts of the state.

A citizen survey, which captured views of 160 tribal
citizens (80 male and 80 female) on water problems
and status of gram sabha, was shared in three
district level consultations (in Kanker on 24 August
2013, in Rajnandgaon on 27 August 2013 and in
Surguja on 20 August 2013) on “Water Management
in Schedule V Areas”.

Capacity building interventions in the 5 panchayats
of Korba district (where intensive work had been
undertaken in the first year) were continued. Three
training programmes were undertaken — on 22
March 2013 (World Water Day), 21 May 2013 and
13 August 2013 - for panchayat and standing
committee members.

The annual action plan for water management of the
villages was submitted and regular follow up was
done with departmental and panchayat officials at
the district level. As a result, of the planned work
of nearly Rs. 4 crore (Rs. 40 million) across the 5
intensive panchayats, water infrastructure related
work of nearly Rs. 1.3 crore (Rs. 13 million) had
been sanctioned from different government and
industry schemes. Of this sanctioned amount,
nearly Rs. 95 lakh (Rs. 9.5 million) has been spent
on the planned activities of the annual water plans
developed in the 5 panchayats.

A field study on “Grassroots Institutions and
Management of Water” was conducted in 5 gram
panchayats of Korba district. Findings from the
study and learnings from the project were shared

at a one-day state level consultation on “Role of
Panchayat and PESA in Decentralised Management
of Water in Chhattisgarh” organised in Raipur on 22
February 2014.

Decentralised Drinking Water Security in
Sahibganj District, Jharkhand

Arghyam and PRIA are supporting a project which
aims to improve water security (in terms of quantity
and quality) in 6 gram panchayats of 2 arsenic
affected blocks (Udhwa and Mandro) in Sahibgan.
About 30,000 people residing in these 6 gram
panchayats are expected to benefit from this project.

To develop common understanding on the project and
its deliverables, a one-day programme was organised
on 26 November 2013 in Sahibganj, followed by

a two-day capacity building programme on 29-30
January 2014, also at Sahibganj.

A base line survey.was conducted in December
2013 and January 2014 to assess the current
status of community based water management

in the selected gram panchayats; role of various
stakeholders, including PRIs, in overall water
management; and capacities of PRIs to undertake
water management at the local level.

Linkages with government officials and other
community based organisations working on the issue
of water have also been built in the past year.




Municipalities Make Space for Voices of the Urban Poor

PRIA has begun to influence the attitudes of
planners and policy-makers to understand that the
poor also make important economic contributions
to the city and its functioning. By engaging youth
from informal settlements of a dozen cities around
the country to use GPS technology to map their
community and habitation, PRIA is enabling more
responsive and inclusive governance of urban
habitations.

Supported by The Ford Foundation and Rockefeller
Foundation, in collaboration with SPARC,
interventions were made in 195 slums and 116
Settlement Improvement Committees (SICs) had
been formed till April 2014. In the 10 intervened
states, 3 city level federations and 4 cluster level
federations have been formed.

PRIA has helped prepare the Madhya Pradesh Slum
Policy which was shared with academicians and
bureaucrats at state and city level consultations in
Bhopal and Ujjain on 18 September 2013 and 19
October 2013 respectively.

Consultations on “Strengthening Civil Society
Voices on Urban Poverty” were held in Jaipur, (4
April 2013) and Raipur (9 May 2013). A national level
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consultation on “Urban Poverty: Issues, Challenges
and Opportunities” was held at New Delhi on 20-
21 June 2013. In Delhi, PRIA and FIUPW (Forum

of Informal Urban Poor Workers) organised an
assembly of informal urban workers at Constitution
Club of India, New Delhi, on 10 October 2013. A
divisional level consultation on “Urban Poverty and
Urban Governance” was organised in Bilaspur,
Chhattisgarh on 26 February 2014.

Advocacy was also undertaken through preparation
of a policy brief, “Empowered Community:
Essentials for Slum Free City”.

In order to quantify the condition of the urban poor,
a study was conducted in the top 50 cities of the
country by PRIA and Indicus Analytics to know

the “Economic Contribution of Urban Poor”. A
total of about 5350 households and about 24500
individuals were covered in the survey.

A Pre Election Political Awareness Campaign
(PEPAC) was conducted to sensitise political parties
to include the issues of urban poverty and urban
governance in their political agendas for the 2014
Lok Sabha elections. PEPAC has not only enhanced
the awareness levels of the urban poor but has

also provided them a platform to get organised and
assert their rights. As part of PEPAC, 7 state level
consultations on “Urban Poverty and Reformed
Urban Governance” were held in March 2014. A
national level consultation on 28 March 2014 in New
Delhi was jointly organised by PRIA and FIUPW.
Over 700 people were made aware of the economic
contribution of the urban poor.

Learnings from PRIA’s work in the urban sphere
and specifically from this project have been used to
create one certificate course and two appreciation
courses.

The Terra Urban blog (http://terraurban.wordpress.
com/) continues to be active with over a hundred
regular reports on events and field visit reflections,
with 26,000 visitors accessing the blog posts.

—— Governance of Conflict -

December 2013 marked the end of a three year research project that saw researchers from India and
Europe come together to jointly examine the interface between conflict and governance in India’s north
east, Jammu and Kashmir, Jharkhand, Bihar and Europe’s Georgia, Bosnia and Cyprus. In the last year,
one policy brief and a synthesis paper were published. A dissemination meeting was held over two days in
New Delhi on 11-12 November 2013.

Governance of Statutog/ Institutions

To analyse the effectiveness of statutory institutions and the manner of their functioning from the eyes of
socially excluded and marginalised communities, PRIA initiated a study in the 7 states where the Poorest
Area Civil Society (PACS) programmes is operating. Analytical reports for 14 institutions were prepared.
Thirteen state level consultations and 4 national consultations were organised to disseminate the findings
and prepare strategies for focused advocacy in order to make these institutions citizen-centric, vibrant,
responsive and accountable.



Making Higher Education Institutions Responsive to Local
: - Communities

Work last year has focused on advocacy and policy development, strengthening institutional support
for community university research partnerships, and building training capacity for the next generation of

community-based researchers.

A seminar was held at Lady Sri Ram College, New Delhi on 24 January 2014 on “Engaged University”.

Punjab and West Bengal were chosen for a British Council sponsored study on “Community Engagement
in Higher Education Institutions in India”. The survey findings were disseminated and discussed in
conferences held in Siliguri, West Bengal and Chandigarh in March 2014,

A policy dialogue on “Strengthening Community Engagement in Higher Education Institutions” was
organised in Delhi on 5 March 2014. The event also witnessed the launch of the 5th GUNi World Report on
Higher Education, “Knowledge, Engagement and Higher Education: Contributing to Social Change”.

As UNESCO Chair, Dr. Rajesh Tandon has given keynote addresses and presentations on mainstreaming
social responsibility and community engagement of higher education insitutions at various international
conferences in Riyadh, Barcelona, Victoria, Hong Kong and Seoul.

== South-South Cooperation for Effective Global Governance

PRIA has always worked to build partnerships of
mutual interest with other developing countries,
especially in the SAARC region.

Right to Participation in Local Democratic
Governance

In collaboration with Logo Link, PRIA initiated the
Learning Initiative on Citizen Participation in Local
Governance to formulate a “Global Charter on Right
to Participation in Local Democratic Governance”.
Along with partner organisations in India,
Bangladesh and Sri Lanka, 9 consultations were
jointly organised to discuss the draft global charter.
Discussions and inputs were also initiated through a
Community of Practice set up on PRIA’s knowledge
management portal, Practice in Participation (www.
practiceinparticipation.org).

Promoting Civil Society Engagement in
Global Governance

In the past year, PRIA has helped Indian CSOs
develop a deeper understanding of India’s global
development presence bilaterally and multilaterally
in G20, IBSA, BRICS, etc. A workshop on “India’s
Global Development Presence and Engagement
of Indian Civil Society” was organised on 31

May 2013 at India Habitat Centre, New Delhi.

A consultation on “Knowledge Exchange on
Democratic Governance, Assessment and
Accountability” in New Delhi on 22-23 January
2014 fostered enhanced cooperation between

a wide range of stakeholders involved in (or
supporting) governance assessments and
accountability initiatives.




Building Capacities and Sharing Knowledge

PRIA International Academy, supported by dvv
International, successfully launched 4 certificate
courses and 8 appreciation courses. A total of 229
students, near equally divided among female and
male students, undertook these courses.

PRIA International Academy collaborated with

Tandon was invited to suggest reforms in the
governance of India by Network 18 as part of their
Change India programme (available at http://youtu.
be/ZyVuRSzV510).

Dr. Rajesh Tandon and Nigel Martin have written
"Global Governance, Civil Society and Participatory
Democracy: A View from Below" based on the
lessons of FIM’s experiences in the processes,
